Brenda Jones, Assistant Superintendent, Educational Services, gave a progress report 
on the DAIT pilot.  Since September, the county DAIT team, led by Nancy Giberson, 
has met with the district DAIT team twice.  Training and collaboration at the California 
Department of Education in Sacramento has taken place in September and December, 
with the final meeting this school year scheduled for April.  Brenda shared a chart 
detailing the staff development, meetings, assessments, selected school visits, etc. 
planned for the first year of the pilot.  Superintendent Walters shared that the district 
has been asked to participate for a second year, but that decision has not been made yet. 
 
Brenda continues to keep principals informed of the progress of the pilot as well as 
sharing the information at monthly Curriculum Advisory Council meetings.  At the 
conclusion of the first year, findings will be shared with the board.
