President Woods reported no action was taken in closed session. Closed Session 
  
Gina Manusov, Assistant Superintendent, Business Services, gave an update on the 
progress of the Aldergrove property, future home to the Carilyn Gilbert Education 
Center.  She gave a summary of the work done so far on the building.  A new roof was 
completed; an exhaust system was removed; maintenance has been done to the HVAC 
system; the security system has been updated; all preliminary work to select a 
telephone system has been done; and the Designcorp space planners have submitted 
two floor plans for consideration. 
 
The first floor plan, referred to as 2A, shows a design that followed the criteria the 
planners were given providing space for existing work stations with room for growth.  
Following these criteria, a design was completed that accomplished the assignment but 
did not allow room for files or growth.  Designcorp was given the direction to reduce 
the size of the workstations, which freed up another 8,000 sq. ft.  This design, known 
as 3, was able to incorporate file space and room for growth as well as moving some 
administrative offices to be nearer the departments they oversee.  The next step will be 
for the planners to do a cost estimate on design 3. 
 
A committee will be formed whose task it would be to plan the physical move to the 
Aldergrove site.   
 
Gina was asked if it would be feasible to move into the building in increments.  She 
said it was the consensus of the committee that has been working with the initial stages 
that a staggered move would not provide the best solution, in particular because it 
would be too cumbersome to run two computer systems, have them be connected to the 
same servers, and for staff to provide the necessary support at two locations. 
 
When Gina was asked for her projection as to when the move might take place, she 
said it could go passed the opening of the next school year in order to assure that the 
education center would be done correctly, and to be a viable support to the district for 
several decades.
