Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the
Board of Education
February 22, 2007

The regular meeting of the Board of Education was called to order at 6:00 p.m. in the
board room by President Woods with all members present. The meeting was
immediately recessed to closed session.

The regular meeting of the Board of Education was reconvened to open session by
President Woods at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Tony Vuong, Orange Glen School student.

It was moved by Royce Moore, seconded by Marv Gilbert, and passed 5-0 to approve
the agenda with two changes. Bob Leon asked that employee #33261 be removed from
consent item 17.4. Gina Manusov asked to have agenda item 17.17 changed under the
Fiscal Impact section. She provided a corrected backup page.

It was moved by Marv Gilbert, seconded by Joan Gardner, and passed 5-0 to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting of February 8, 2007, and the minutes of the special
meeting of February 3, 2007.

Tom Crenshaw, principal of Miller School, read what teachers had to say about
Miller’s champions. Those students recognized were: Fiona Garner, Lauren Pressley,
Karley Salas, and Sara Rowland.

Ramon Cusi, principal of Orange Glen School, introduced Orange Glen’s student
champions and then he read the teachers’ comments about their students, who were:
Jhoana Gutierrez, Sarah Singler, Da Ly, and Tony Vuong.

Bob Leon, Assistant Superintendent, Human Resources introduced Elizabeth Mirabelli,

Rincon Middle School teacher. Elizabeth was recognized for having completed her
National Board Certification.
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Elizabeth thanked the board, Bob Leon, Harriet Sibley, and other colleagues who have
supported her in her efforts to attain this level of achievement. She encouraged other
teachers to accept the challenge and the board and district to continue to support all
teachers who aspire to reach this level.

Bob introduced Harriet Sibley, the district’s first teacher to become a National Board
Certified teacher, who mentors all teachers who enter this process.

President Woods asked Jennifer Walters to introduce guests from the audience. Frank
Gomez, new superintendent in San Pasqual Union, and Shayna Chabner, new North
County Times reporter, were introduced and welcomed.

President Woods asked if there were any persons wishing to speak to an item on the
agenda or on another topic that lies within the board’s jurisdiction. No one asked to
speak.

President Woods reported all written communication has been provided to the board
members.

President Woods reported the board voted unanimously to modify Student Case 2006-
07-42 to a suspended expulsion with placement at Nicolaysen Community Day School;
Student Case 2006-07-45 was modified to change the placement from Community Day
School to Summit.

Brenda Jones, Assistant Superintendent, Educational Services, and Randy Garcia,
Mission Middle School principal, gave a thorough review of the progress being made
with efforts to increase student achievement. Highlights included:
* Eleven professional learning communities
* Block scheduling resulting in more instructional time in the core content,
elective classes, community involvement time, professional collaboration
through daily grade-level department meetings
* Students individually monitored every three weeks for mastery of the
curriculum
* Successive levels of support and intervention for struggling students
* Laptop computers for all students (three-year phase in)

It was moved by Marv Gilbert, seconded by Joan Gardner, and passed 5-0 to appoint
LeAnn Williams and Monique Terrazas to the Proposition K Independent Citizens’
Oversight Committee to serve for a two-year term.

Gina Manusov introduced Bob Wilkinson, lead auditor for Wilkinson & Hadley, LLP,
who reviewed the written report of the 2005-06 audit. He highlighted the auditor’s
comment section. Then, he said there is a recent requirement to include a management
discussion and report section, and ours, written by Carol Rouse and her staff, is
excellent and one of the best he has seen. He complimented the district for carefully
monitoring and planning to handle the revenue losses due to declining enrollment.
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Two recommendations for improvement concern ASB funds and reporting attendance.
To the staff’s credit, problems get corrected immediately.

It was moved by Zoe Carpenter, seconded by Marv Gilbert, and passed 5-0 to approve
the 2005-06 audit report for the year ended June 30, 2006.

It was moved by Zoe Carpenter, seconded by Royce Moore, and passed 5-0 to vote for
the following candidates for the 2007 CSBA Delegate Assembly:

Royce Moore reported that he played Zero, theHero at L. R. Green on February 9. He
attended the Superintendent’s Planning Council. At the Rotary Club meeting on
Tuesday, Alex Kajatani, the rapping mathematician from Mission Middle School,
entertained a very receptive group, who really enjoyed his presentation. He
participated in Hidden Valley’s Shadow-a-Student day. He said Hidden Valley is an
excellent school with a calm and orderly atmosphere. He asked staff if our National
Certified teachers’ pictures could be displayed at the education center. He would like
to send a congratulatory letter to the high school district for getting an award for the
beautification of their schools.

Joan Gardner enjoyed attending the Math Field Day.
Marv Gilbert attended Math Field Day.

Zoe Carpenter represented the board at Curriculum Advisory Council and reported that
Bear Valley won at a science decathlon.

President Woods attended Math Field Day, Superintendent’s Planning Council, and the
San Diego County Office of Education board meeting to hear Kevin Gordon, our
county’s state education lobbyist. He explained Supervisor Dianne Jacobs’ proposal to
divert money from education to establish a fire protection region for outlying areas in
the county. He is asking that every board pass a resolution in opposition to Supervisor
Jacobs’ proposal.

She read an article about the state legislative analyst’s recommendations for balancing
the Governor’s budget, including possible mid-year cuts to education. She requested
the district resurrect its Legislative Action Committee so it is proactive in these
matters.

Superintendent Walters told the board the “rapping mathematician” would be at a
board meeting soon. She commended her cabinet for their support and great work.
