Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the
Board of Education
February 24, 2005

The regular meeting of the Board of Education was called to order at 6:00 p.m. in the
board room by President Gardner with all members present. The meeting was recessed
immediately to closed session.

The regular meeting of the Board of Education was reconvened to open session by
President Gardner at 7:12 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Royce Moore.

It was moved by Carilyn Gilbert, seconded by Royce Moore, and passed 5-0 to
approve the agenda with the removal of item 9, Comprehensive Safe School Plans; add
employee 1277 for non-reelection to consent item 16.2.

It was moved by Zoe Carpenter, seconded by Linda Woods, and passed 5-0 to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting of February 3, 2005.

President Gardner asked if there were any persons wishing to speak to an item on the
agenda or on another topic that lies within the board’s jurisdiction. No one asked to
speak at this point in the agenda.

Dr. Caston reported all written communications have been provided to the board
members.

President Gardner reported that the board voted unanimously to reject Claim No. 2004-
05-15: written reprimand. She also reported modifications to student expulsion cases
as follows: Student Case 2004-05-31, suspend expulsion through August 2005
predicated on the rehabilitation plan being completed; Student Case 2004-05-33, not to
specify the middle school of attendance upon return.
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It was moved by Carilyn Gilbert, seconded by Zoe Carpenter, and passed 5-0 to
approve the 2004-05 Second Interim Report and authorize the president of the Board of
Education to sign a positive certification.

It was moved by Linda Woods, seconded by Carilyn Gilbert, and passed 5-0 to approve
the 2004-05 Budget Revision (3), which includes all necessary budget adjustments in
accordance with AB 1200 and GC 3547.5, due to approval of the collective bargaining
agreements with certificated and classified bargaining units on January 20, 2005.

It was moved by Carilyn Gilbert, seconded by Zoe Carpenter, and passed 5-0 to vote
for the following candidates for the 2005 CSBA Delegate Assembly: Lynn B.
Colburn, George Gastil, Kelli Moors, Barbara Myers, Barbara Rohrer, and Carol
Skiljan.

Joe Sanchez, EEEA president, addressed the board and told them that the EEEA
Executive Board supports the resolution they are about to adopt.

It was moved by Linda Woods, seconded by Royce Moore, and passed 5-0 to adopt
Resolution 2004-05-19 to fix the No Child Left Behind Act.

Zoe Carpenter reported visiting Rincon Middle School with Carilyn Gilbert. She said
she is not accepting invitations to visit schools during March in an effort to stay well
before undergoing surgery.

Carilyn Gilbert reiterated visiting Rincon with Zoe. She attended Math Field Day,
PTA Founder’s Day celebration, and Connie Blackburn’s Presidents’ Day open house
at Central School. She thanked Linda Bailey for nominating her for the Escondido
City Council award she received.

Linda Woods attended Math Field Day, PTA Founder’s Day celebration, Escondido
Education COMPACT, Central’s Presidents’ Day festivities; Season of Nonviolence at
Grant; press conference regarding Prop. 98, and a town hall meeting at the county
office of education with state legislators who were in San Diego to get input regarding
the effects of the Governor’s proposed budget. She asked for a future agenda item to
reinstate the Legislative Action Committee and join the CSBA Legal Alliance. Dr.
Caston responded that he is planning to bring the CSBA Legal Alliance membership to
the March 17 agenda, but reinstating the Legislative Action Committee doesn’t require
board action.

Royce Moore reported visiting Karolyn Hart’s preschool class at Conway, and the
Escondido Police Chief’s Community Action Committee. He congratulated Carilyn
Gilbert on her award and Dr. Caston for the recent birth of his first grandchild.

Joan Gardner reported attending the Curriculum Action Committee. She visited her

grandchild’s kindergarten class presentation on rodeo days in Tucson. She wished Zoe
good luck on her surgery.
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Dr. Caston reported on the American Association of School Administrator’s
conference in San Antonio. He commented that the focus goals’ meeting on February
4 was the best one of these workshops he’s ever attended. The first draft of the goals
will be on the next agenda.

It was moved by Carilyn Gilbert, seconded by Zoe Carpenter, and passed 5-0 to take
the following action:
