The regular meeting of the Board of Education was reconvened to open session by
President Moore at 7:00 p.m.

ThePledgeof Allegiance was led by Jennifer Walters.

It was moved by LindaWoods, seconded by Joan Gardne, and passed 4-0 to approve
theagendawith theremovd of consentitem 18.27.

It was moved by Marv Gilbert, seconded by Joan Gardner, and passed 4-0 to approve
the minutes of theregular meeting of June8, 2006

GinaManusov, Assistant Supeintendent, Busness Services, showed pictures of some
of the projects performed by the Emmanud Faith Community Church volunteers at Del
Dios Middle, Grant Middle, Glen View, and Felicita Schools. Frands Spoonenore,
Director of Maintenance & Opeations gave more deail on the projects and
enthusastically praised the 900 membes of the church, who worked to beautify the
four schools. Church members present to accept the recognition were Hector Morales,
Sue Staley, and Rick Nelson.

President Moore asked if there were any persons wishing to speak to an item on the
agendaor on another topic that lies within the board@ jurisdiction. No one asked to
Speak.

President Moore opened a public hearing unde Education Code Section 41500€) to

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Presiddent Moore opened a public hearing to receive input on the 200607 Adoped
Budgd. No oneasked to spesk.

President Moore reported all written communication has been provided to the boad
members.

President Moore reported that theboad took no action in closed session.

Bob Leon, Assistant Supeintendent, Human Resources, reported tha the Nicolaysen
Community Day Center is being madeready to start up in Augug with the renovaions
undeway and staffing complete as follows:

School office manager

Fouringrucdiond assistants

Project Specidist

Miscellaneous noontime supeavision and classified and certificated subditutes

Additiondly, the Pupil Services department will be housd at the CDS.

Royce Moore reviewed that this board decided againg participaing in the study done
on the unification of the high school district and its feeder elementary districts. Our
boad attended the joint meeting to hear the results of the study, and at tha time, the
boad reiterated there is no interest on the part of this district to unify. However, no
official postion statement was done and it is being suggested that the boad may want
to take an official postion. Some of the reasonsfor not wanting to become unified
with the high school digtrict are:

Unification does not necessary guaantee articulation

Employee ben€fit differences

Merit System in place in EUSD

Trangontation differences

Three-year process to complete unifying the didricts, but the process itself
would beamajor distraction from the accomplishments of academic gods

* No proven academic advantages

* Vey littlefinanda gan would berealized over a10-year period

* Education Code provides tha any elementary district may unilaterally opt out
of unification

LindaWoodssuggested imparting the board@ postion to the high school trusees in a
face-to-face joint meeting. She addeal that she would like to start up periodic joint
meetings
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Royce Moore proposd that the staff draft a resolution and bring it back to the July
boad meeting. Once adopted, our supeintendent would present it to the high school
supeaintendent, who would share it with his boad. Royce felt tha after following this
process, ajoint meeting would be appropriate.

Marv Gilbert doesn®feel it istherighttime for the districts to condder unification due
to declining enroliment and all assets needing to go toward academic achievement. He
suppots Dr. Moore® suggestion to begin work on the resolution at the supaintendent
level. If thereisa shared desire to have a joint meeting after that, he would be willing
to dothis.

Jennifer Walters said the cabine has expressed an interest in paticipaing in this pilot
because our digtrict is a program improvement district and will be involved in a
program in 200708 regardless of our paticipaion in the pilot; also the cabinet has a
desire, as does the boad, to influence the process rather than having a program
mandaed withoutan oppatunity to giveinput

It was moved by LindaWoods, seconded by Joan Gardne, and passed 4-0 to approve
the district@® participaion with the California Department of Education and the San
Diego County Office of Education to pilot theintervention processin 2006-07 that will
be implemented in Augug 2007 for all Program Improvement (Pl) districts in
Cdlifornia

It was moved by Marv Gilbert, seconded by Linda Woods and passed 4-0 to approve
the2006:07 Adopted Budge; authorize the president of the Board of Educationto sign
theBudgd and Health & Welfare/Worker@ Compensation certifications

Joan Gardne reported she attended the Rincon and Home Education promotion
ceremonies. She previewed the materials induded in the history and soda science
adopions She wished Mike well and for beng the leader he has been. EUSD is
certainly a better district for having him asits supeintendent.

Marv Gilbert reported he attendad the Rincon promotion, and he was impressed with
the high percentage of students who graduaed with academic honos. He attendal a
retirement reception for Dr. Caston at Bear Valley Middle School and enjoyed it. He
also attendal the dinne for Dr. Caston the following day. He told Mike he has
enjoyed working with him. More importantly, Carilyn felt the same way.

Linda Woods attended Mike® retirement dinng and congratulated the committee
responsble for puting it togehe. She attended the Home Education and Rincon
promotions She attended the last CAFf meeting and praised Michde Einga for her
presentation on educating homeless children. She congrtulated Mike on his
retirement and wished him and his wife well. She also thanked Claudia Boyle on her
service to thedistrict and wished her well in retirement.
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Royce Moore reported he attended the Bear Valey promotion program and
congratulated Dr. and Mrs. Caston on their son® many honoss. He attended theL. R.
Green kindegarten graduaion and Mike@ retirement dinne. He told Claudia Boyle it
was his pleasure to have worked with he as a colleague for many years. Sheis an
outstanding leader.

Royce wanted the minutes to indude many of Mike@ accomplishments as the
supeintendent:  successful bondN built four schools; moved off year-round school,
excellent vision; regiond coaches for al prindpds; postive working relationship with
thecity staff and coundl; positive employee relationshipsand high morale; new school
boundaies; visible at schoolsN met face to face with teachers; purchased anew district
office; maintained a sound budgé; restructured Grant Middle School, modernized 17
schools; created a community day school the brain trug known as the
Supeaintendent@ Planning Coundl; K-3 class size redudion; educationd founddion:;
student achievement has been brought to the forefront and raised; California
Supeintendent of the Y ear; and also survived cancer.

Dr. Caston thanked the boad for giving him the oppotunity to work here. He has
enjoyed working with everyone very much. Of al the things tha have been
accomplished, the mog important thing was the district became ateam. Heis proudest
of attracting and maintaining such a strong staff. The stability of the school boad has
been a strong suppot. He credited Carilyn Gilbert for bringing everyone togdher
through her common sense, intelligence, caring, and commitment. He said this has
been a great place to work. After he got past the initial problems, the core of this
district was strong and a pleasure to work in. He said if he would leave the district
with onethought it@ to stay strong as a team. Don®be afraid to disagree and then
reach conensus through creative thinking and dstrategizing. He conduded his
comments by saying the person tha ges the credit for his retirement dinne is his
assistant Chris Haney. He expressed his appreciation to her for her suppot during his
five years.

Jennifer Walters said it has been her privilege to work with Mike and Claudia during
thepast five years. Sheknowstha sheis abeter administrator for having worked with
them.

Gina Manusov gave both Mike and Claudia a heartfelt thank-you and told them they
will bemissed.

Bob said working with Mike has been phenomend, but his history with Claudia goes
way back to taking a class from her at USD, followed by replacing her in the classroom
when she moved into the digtrict office, and now working with her on cabinet. He said
the handwriting is on the wall, and he should buy propety in Oregonand plan to retire
there.
