President Gardner asked if there were any persons wishing to speak to an item on the 
agenda or on another topic that lies within the board’s jurisdiction.

President Gardner opened a public hearing on the 2005-06 Adopted Budget.  No one 
asked to speak.

President Gardner opened a public hearing under EC Section 41500(c) to discuss the 
categorical block grant flexibility transfers included in the 2005-06 Adopted Budget.  
No one asked to speak.

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Dr. Caston reported all written communications have been provided to the board 
members that were received in his office.  President Gardner shared the contents of a 
letter she received from CSBA regarding membership in the Education Legal Alliance.

President Gardner reported that there was no action in closed session.  Closed Session 
  
Jennifer Walters, Deputy Assistant Superintendent, Educational Services, made a 
presentation on student achievement results for the STAR state-mandated SABE test 
(Spanish Assessment of Basic Education).  She pointed out that this test has not been 
updated since 1992, so it is not aligned to state standards, and the test was normed to 
Spanish speakers in the United States.  The district had 954 students take the test for 
the 2004-05 school year, but SABE tests are not included for consideration in the API 
and AYP results.  However, the district analyzes the results and uses that data to make 
any necessary adjustments in the delivery of education to Spanish-speaking students.

Dr. Caston commended Carol Rouse, Director, Fiscal Services, for her work on the 
2005-06 budget.  To meet the requirement to adopt a budget by July 1, it was moved by 
Zoe Carpenter, seconded by Royce Moore, and passed 5-0 to approve the 2005-06 
Adopted Budget and to authorize the clerk of the Board of Education to sign the 
Budget and Health & Welfare/Worker’s Compensation certifications.

Zoe Carpenter had no report. Members’ Reports 
  
Carilyn Gilbert reported she attended the Oak Hill retirement reception for Jerry Gast 
and Judy French.  She represented the board at the last BTSA meeting of the year.  She 
shared that the first meeting for the next school year is October 3.  She attended the 
Home Education graduation, and she loved that so many students spoke.  Today she 
joined Patti Kamholz, long-time Juniper teacher, in bringing lunch to Scott Greenan, 
Juniper School custodian, who is retiring. 

 

  
Linda Woods reported she also attended the Oak Hill retirement reception; attended  
Del Dios’ year-end awards ceremony; represented the board at COMPACT, attended 
the Home Education graduation, and Hidden Valley’s eighth-grade promotion 
ceremony at Kit Carson Park.  She attended the installation dinner for the Escondido 
Council PTA.  

 

  
Royce Moore reported he read to three classes of students in English and Spanish at 
Farr School.  He attended the PTA installation dinner and the following promotion 
ceremonies:  Pioneer, Home Education, and Rincon.  He also attended the retirement 
celebrations for Doug Dixon and Jim Mendoza at Del Dios. 

 

  
Joan Gardner reported she attended the year-end awards ceremony at Del Dios and the 
Home Education graduation.   
 
She reported on her investigation of the issue she raised at the last meeting regarding 
the Mexican consulate being present at a civic fair held on the Grant Middle School

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campus.  She reported that she addressed the City Council on this matter.  She read to 
the board members the statement she made at the council meeting.  She said the city 
staff is not accepting responsibility for inviting the consulate and redirected her back to 
the school district.  Dr. Caston stated that schools, by law, are not allowed to enter into 
immigration issues and cannot ask, or in any way try to determine, the immigration 
status of its students and their families.  It would not have occurred to anyone in the 
district that this was anything more than another service being offered to assist our 
families.  He said assigning “blame” would be futile, and he would take responsibility 
for the occurrence.  
 
Dr. Caston explained to the board that staff currently is focused on getting ready for the 
2005-06 school year and getting Bernardo and Reidy Creek Schools ready to open.  
However, in the fall he will put on an agenda Board Policy 1330, Use of Facilities, for 
discussion and potential revision.  At that time, concerns such as Mrs. Gardner raised 
can be addressed.  The board was in agreement with that course of action. 
  
Dr. Caston told the board members there is a possibly of having a special board 
meeting during July related to opening of Bernardo and Reidy Creek Schools.

Jennifer Walters attended the last function of the Gear-Up program at Grant Middle 
School.  The Gear-Up grant funded the program for six years and served over 4,000 
students and their families during that time.  CSUSM, which sponsored the program, 
provided to the district a plaque recognizing its collaboration.
