President Woods asked if there was anyone wishing to speak to an item on the agenda 
or on another topic that lies within the board’s jurisdiction.

President Woods reported there was no new written communication.  Communications

Brenda Jones, Assistant Superintendent, Educational Services, gave a report on the 
student achievement results for the spring 2007 STAR state-mandated testing. 
 
Highlights included:   

¥ Rose was the only school that made significant gains in all grade levels in 
English-language arts 

¥ Glen View left “safe harbor” and is no longer considered under performing 
¥ 22 schools made gains in language arts in one or more grade levels compared to 

14 last year 

Testing Report 
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¥ Farr, Lincoln, Orange Glen, and Reidy Creek made significant gains in 3 out of 

the 4 grade levels tested 
¥ 21 schools made gains in one or more grade levels in math compared to 19 last 

year 
¥ Mission made significant gains in 3 grade levels 
¥ Noteworthy achievement is 100 out of 100 students at Rincon in algebra scored 

proficient or advanced 
¥ As a district, all subgroups except English learners and students with 

disabilities met their AYP 
¥ Six schools out of 23 continue to be in program improvement 

  
Paula Pendell, Coordinator for Extended Learning/Home Education, chaired a 
committee to develop strategic plans for visual and performing arts (VAPA) and 
physical education.  Two state bills were approved that will bring in approximately 
$298,000 in ongoing funding for visual and performing arts and one-time funding of 
approximately $1.4 million for visual and performing arts and physical education. 
 
The committee met several times over the last school year and developed 
recommendations for enhancing the delivery of arts and physical education. 
 
The guiding principles are: 

1. Implementation of the California arts and physical education standards for 
students in the district  

2. Equity across sites, classrooms, and groups of students 
3. Creating a balanced, teacher friendly program 
4. Implementation of programs and curriculum with emphasis on sustainability 
5. Leadership, vision, and creating a school culture that values arts and physical 

education

¥ Identify site liaisons
