Minutes of the Regular M eetings
of the Board of Education
October 26,2006

The regular meeting of the Board of Education was called to order at 5:30 p.m. in the
board room by President Moore with all members present. The meeting was recessed
immediately to closed session.

The regular meeting of the Board of Education was reconvened to open session by
President Moore at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Madison Martinez and Julian Sanchez, Juniper
School students.

It was moved by Linda Woods, seconded by Joan Gardner, and passed 5-0 to approve
the agenda with removal of Student Case 2006-07-06 from closed session and consent
agendas.

It was moved by Marv Gilbert, seconded by Zoe Carpenter, and passed 5-0 to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting of October 12, 2006.

Kathy Morris, principal of Rock Springs School, read the statements provided by the
teachers about each student. Rock Springs’ champions are: Paul Sorenson, Alaniz
Enriquez, and Juan Barajas.

Mark Garner, principal of Juniper School, read the statements written by the teachers
about each student. Juniper’s champions are: Casandra Nieto, Nicoletta Flores, Julian
Sanchez, and Madison Martinez.

Kelly Prins, Assistant Superintendent, Special Education/PPS, introduced Kelley Lupu,
who was given an Excellence in Special Education award by the North Inland Special

Education Region.

Leticia Aroyo, principal at Farr Avenue School, introduced Luz Gajardo. Mrs. Gajardo
is in the district this year on a Fulbright Teacher Exchange. Farr Avenue School
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teacher Pam Hammond has gone to Chile for the year to teach Ms. Gajardo’s class.
Mrs. Gajardo talked about the Fulbright program and how she was selected. She is
joined by her husband and two daughters, whom she introduced.

President Moore asked if there were any persons wishing to speak to an item on the
agenda or on another topic that lies within the board’s jurisdiction.

Architect Kelly Salmans explained to the board that he is working with Scott English
remodeling his older home and that this is not a rebuild and developer fees should be
assessed accordingly. He asked that the developer fees be dropped back from $10,000
to $3,500.

Scott English also addressed the board and explained again that the project he is
working on is really a remodel and not a rebuild as the footprint of the home is not
changing. He asked the board to reconsider the fee that was assessed to him.

President Moore reported all communications have been distributed.

President Moore reported that no action was taken in closed session.

Kathy Shirley, Technology & Media Director, updated the board members on the
district’s involvement in the San Diego ITFS Partnership for the purpose of leasing
ITFS lines for data and video transmission. Initially, the agreement was entered into in
1995 and the revenue generated was $1,000 monthly through this original agreement.
Between 1995 and 2006, several changes occurred; but most recently, Sprint/Nextel
has rewritten the lease agreements with the participating districts to provide other
districts with a wireless broadband network. As an incentive to the partners to enter
into a new agreement, Sprint/Nextel paid out a one-time, lump-sum payment of
$194,975, with monthly revenue of $9,225, which will increase by three percent
annually. Kathy said this revenue would be used to continue to expand and update the
district’s infrastructure systems and educational technology.

Superintendent Walters described the Partnership for Success program, which involves
California State University, San Marcos, Escondido Union School District, Escondido
Union High School District, and San Pasqual Union School District, and is a joint
effort to do a better job of preparing students to enter and be successful in college.

The district’s commitment in the memorandum of understanding is as follows:

1. Clearly communicate college-bound academic expectations in the middle
school years to the community, to parents, and to students

2. Train middle school teachers in AVID program strategies and maintain an
AVID program on each comprehensive middle school site

3. Identify and support incoming seventh-grade, at-risk students

4. Provide summer school opportunities for less than proficient students

5. Provide an algebra curriculum for eighth-grade students
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6. Provide a systemic parent communication and education program for university
entry requirements

The other entities have approved this memorandum of understanding, and this
partnership is on this agenda for the board’s consideration for approval.

Joan Gardner reported that she visited Miller and Farr Avenue Schools. She was very
pleased to see that there is a global cohesiveness in teaching the curriculum among all
the schools.

Marv Gilbert reported that he attended the DELAC meeting. He was impressed to see
the large attendance and everyone engaged in the business of learning how to navigate
the education system and what programs are in place for English learners.

Zoe Carpenter told Kathy Shirley that she is looking forward to seeing Mitchell de
Neve’s students’ latest award-winning video.

Linda Woods reported that after the last board meeting, she went to Mission Middle
School to attend the last part of a community meeting called by Police Chief Jim
Mabher to discuss applying for a federal grant for cleanup of the Mission Park area.
She also attended the COMPACT retreat, an L. R. Green Foundation’s fund-raiser, and
two assemblies at Rose School with author Barry Saltzberg, whose visit to three district
elementary schools was arranged for by the Escondido Assistance League. She gave
kudos to the library technicians at those schools for all their help preparing for Mr.
Saltzberg’s visit.

Royce Moore reported that he heard Mario Olivarez, a talented guitarist who was the
performer at the L. R. Green Foundation’s fund-raiser. He spoke at the Methodist
Church’s men’s club; he introduced Jennifer Walters at the Retired Teachers’
luncheon; and he had a telephone interview with the district auditor.

Ms. Walters is looking forward to next Wednesday morning’s assembly at Central
School. Principal Marta Baker invited the board and cabinet to attend a celebration for
having moved out of program improvement status. Staff and students will be honored

for their tremendous accomplishment.
