The regular meeting of the Board of Education was reconvened to open session by
President Gardne at 7:05 p.m.

ThePledgeof Allegiance was led by Anabd Osario, Reidy Creek School student.

It was moved by Zoe Carpenter, seconded by Marv Gilbert, and passed 4-0 to approve
the minutes of theregular meeting of Octobe 19, 2005.

Leila Sackfield, prindpd of Reidy Creek School, introdued he staff and parents
present in the audience. Reidy Creek teachers RenZe Johnson, Walter Brame,
Stephanie Meehan, and Chia Grossman enumerated those qudities tha led he/him to
choo® these students as champions Anadd Osario, Nikki Phanhthilath, Brittany
Martin, and TiannaL.ittle.

Jim Scott, prindpd of Glen View School, introdwed his school@ staff and families in
the audience before the student champions were introdued. He read the wonderful
things about these students tha were written by ther teachers. Glen View students
recognized were. Edwin Sanchez, Vanessa Refugio, Frandsco Angdes, and Iren
Rojas.

Presdent Gardne asked if there were any persons wishing to spesk to an item on the
agendaor on another topic that lies within the board@ jurisdiction.
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Jos/ Fragozo said he has been visiting schools, and it has been awondeful experience.
He was very impressed with the program and saff at Central, especially Prindpd
Marta Baker.

Dr. Caston reported al written communications have been provided to the boad
members tha were received in his office. Mrs. Gardna passed arounda brochure that
was sent to her by a presenter at the upaoming CSBA conference.

Presdent Gardne reported tha the boad voted unanimoudy in closed session to
modify Student Case 200506-7 to afull expulsion.

Jan Zelasko, Director of the state preschool and First 5 programs, introducd the
presentation. Two years ago, the district received agrant for over $3 millionto begin a
preschool program. They started with an idea on pgoe and have built it into a
successful program. This year, the program enrolled over 800 students. Jan showed a
video of the program tha not only showed the school but a'so explained the value of
early education. One of the strongest features of this program is involving the parents
in the classroom working directly with ther children along with the professiond
educators. Home visits are made for families unable to come to the school. The
program is made up of these aspects. family support, education, health services, and
community involvement. Parents shared thar impressionsof the First 5 program.

Kathy Shirley, Coordinaor, Technology & Media, made a presentation on the Power
School software, which is being conddered as a replacement to the SASIxp student
system the district has been using. She did an abbreviated demondration of the
program@ main features for use by administrators, teachers, and parents.

Dr. Caston shared that the principds and cabing have begunto develop move-in plans
and we are nearly ready to announe the dates for occupaion of the schooks.

Gina Manusov, Assistant Supeintendent, Busness Services, gave an updae on the
progress of condruction at the Bernardo and Reidy Creek sites.

Reidy Creek: Thepund walk is nearly complete with all the buildings The outdoor
play equipment has been ingalled; landsaping is being completed; caisson ingallation
has been completed; the north side flood wall founddionsare ready to be poured; the
south side flood wall founddions have been poured; and the electrical condut should
bein by theend of thisweek.

Bernardo: Scheduling is undeway to have the street improvements begun. Ginasaid
she would share with the boad at the next boad meeting the target dates, which will
then be communicated with parents. The stairs at the multipurpose roomare complete,
the conaete is in the kindergarten area; and they are prepping for the asphdt in the
kindagaten area. Irrigation will follow directly behind completion of each area; the
pund walk is aboutready for al the classrooms; and theretainingwall is nearly done
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Marv Gilbert reported tha he met with Jean Welser and learned about the Personné
Commission and the classified employeesOrole. He aso attended the parent forum at
Bear Valley Middle School.

Zoe Carpenter reported she attendad an education forecast workshop. She said in a
Quutshdl,O the message from the workshop is that it will become more and more
difficult for public education to meet the standads being imposd uponit, with less
and less funding.

Linda Woods reported she attended with Royce Moore the expulson work group
meeting; the Supeintendent® Planning Coundl; the parent forum at Bear Valley; the
COMPACT® annud retreat, which was dedicated to Carilyn Gilbet. Patty Huerta
recited a quote from Carilyn: (Real generosty towards the future lies in giving al to
the present.O The Classical Academy will be seeking approvd from Escondido Union
High School District for a high school charter.

Joan Gardne reported she attendal the parent forums at Rincon and Bear Valey
Middle Schools. Thedigtrict auditor interviewed her for theannud audit report, which
complies with anew legd requirement aimed at preventing fraud.
