Woods asked fellow boad membes and administrators if they are interested in a
webina offered by CSBA on the growing state budge shortfall, and she passed around
the letter to the boad president from the county about the district@ unaudited actuds,
and a holiday greeting from the county boad of eduction and the county
supeaintendent.

President Carpenter reported that no action was taken in closed session.

Carol Rouse reviewed the highlights of the year@ first revison. Major changes since
the budge® adopion indude (1) enroliment decline of 101 students; (2) staffing
adjugments completed; (3) health insurance rate increase of 16 percent induded; (4)
last year@ ending baances firmed up; and (5) new and continuing categorical programs
induded. Thefirst revison maintainsa 4.75 percent reserve for econormic unaartainty
and areserve of $3.5 millionfor any further enrollment declines.
