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SCHOOL CLIMATE

District School Safety Plan

Each school participates in annual Safe School Planning, which includes review of its safety policies in
relation to board policy, administrative regulations and the Education Code. The plans are reviewed and updated
using discipline data, crime report data and parent survey information. The plan was last reviewed and approved
in March 2007. Each school safety committee meets regularly to discuss safety issues and to take steps to be
proactive in preventing various types of school-related safety issues. Schools have Safety Patrols and crossing
guards that work before and after school to provide safe ingress and egress from schools. Supervision is provided
before and after school as well as during recess and lunch breaks. All visitors to any campus are required to sign
in at the front office and wear a visitors’ badge as a signal to staff and students. Access to campus is limited as
much as possible by limiting open gate entrances. Four Resource Officers serve all the elementary and middle
schools and are on call during school hours. Schools are cleaned and maintained on a regular basis. All campuses
strive to be graffiti-free and any violations are handled through the special graffiti officer assigned by the police
department. A scientifically research based curriculum, Positive Action, was implemented in the fall of 2004 for
all students in grades K-8. The curriculum focuses on character development as well as drug and violence preven-
tion.

School Discipline Practices

The learning environment and the schoolwide discipline plan at Oak Hill School focus on building responsi-
bility in our children by “catching kids being good.” High expectations for behavior are supported in the class-
room as well as during lunch, passing periods or recess, and before and after school. Administrators and teachers
are clearly visible throughout the day, and students have a sense of safety and security.

Oak Hill Elementary School utilizes the Positive Action program that teaches students how to feel good about
themselves, take responsibility for their own behavior, and get along with others. It involves all areas of learning:
cognitive (thinking), affective (feelings), and behavioral (actions). The program promotes total wellness, compe-
tency and healthy lifestyles in individuals. Students who feel good about themselves do positive things.

Students, parents, and staff also know the schoolwide standards and expectations. Parents and students are
informed through the student handbook regarding standards of behavior, rewards, and consequences. Rules of
conduct are posted in each classroom and children are held accountable for their actions. Responsible behaviors
are recognized through rewards that are on-going and effective. Unacceptable behaviors result in consequences
that are predictable, consistent, and fair. Our program encourages each student to develop a sense of responsibil-

ity.

Substitute Teacher Availability

The district maintains approximately 400 active substitute teachers districtwide. Our school may deter-
mine a priority list for calling substitutes who are most successful at our site or may restrict the calling of
those not as successful with our students. Oak Hill School has had consistent coverage by substitute teachers
except when an epidemic illness has stricken our district and neighboring districts or the absence occurs too
late to obtain a substitute. An administrator or non-classroom, certificated person is called upon under such
circumstances to ensure instructional continuity. In addition, an on-site substitute teacher is assigned to the
site to provide coverage on a daily basis.

Teacher Evaluation Process

Permanent certificated employees that have been with the district for a minimum of ten years and have
demonstrated successful teaching practices may be evaluated every three years. Otherwise, all certificated
employees are evaluated at least biannually. All temporary and probationary employees are evaluated annu-
ally. Teacher evaluation incorporates a goal setting process, scheduled and unscheduled instructional observa-
tions, and a final evaluation. Objectives established between the principal and the teacher, reflecting the
district’s goals and adopted curriculum standards, guide the evaluations. Each teacher is evaluated on the
effectiveness of his/her instructional program through formal and informal classroom observations and pro-
fessional activities. We ensure that those practices are consistently applied to the teaching staff at Oak Hill
School. Further, our teachers expand their professional expertise through regularly scheduled collaboration
meetings, attendance at in-service activities inside and outside the district, and graduate college studies. Sup-
port teachers are assigned to new teachers and to permanent teachers by request.

Program assessments diagnose student needs, inform classroom instruction, and document results of student
progress.

Houghton Mifflin Lectura provides comprehensive, parallel Spanish reading instruction for bilingual classrooms.

Reading Intervention Program For
Students In Grades Four And Five

The Hampton-Brown High Point Program is for students in grades four through eight. It is a State Board of
Education Intervention Reading Program designed to motivate and accelerate reading achievement of struggling
readers and English Learners. It is a standards-based program that contains extensive vocabulary development
skills practice, a complete learning-to-read strand, direct instruction in reading strategies, comprehensive grammar
instruction, and writing projects. It also provides specialized instructional strategies to address diverse learning
needs. High Point assessments provide a full array of tests to diagnose, plan instruction, and measure student
progress.

Mathematics

Kindergarten through fifth-grade teachers implement the Harcourt Math 2002 Program. Harcourt Math is a
standards-based mathematics program that is designed to build conceptual understanding, skill proficiency,
problem-solving ability, and logical reasoning. Program resources include ongoing opportunities to differenti-
ate instruction based on students’ individual needs. The program assessments provide inventory tests, chapter
and unit tests, pretests and practice tests, benchmark and performance assessments, as well as daily assess-
ments, intervention, and extension resources.

Science

The district-adopted Harcourt Science Program provides kindergarten through fifth-grade students science
content and real-world connections. It is a standards-based program that provides a well-balanced curriculum
that actively involves students in hands-on investigations to teach the content as well as the essential process
skills. Teacher resources include school-home connection letters, activities for home and school, resource
pages for student activities, student workbook pages, as well as the Harcourt Science Assessment Program.

History/Social Science

Kindergarten through fifth-grade teachers implement the Scott Foresman History-Social Science for California©
2006 Program. The program curriculum provides content, instructional strategies, reading selections, and
instructional support materials to ensure students at all levels acquire the necessary skills to meet the Califor-
nia History/Social Science standards.

English Language Development (ELD)

Hampton-Brown'’s Avenues, used in Kindergarten through fifth grade, is a structured, sequenced English Lan-
guage Development (ELD) program designed to develop students’ basic and academic vocabulary, build oral
fluency, and support literacy development. Avenues offers lessons that are directly connected to grade-level themes
and content. Students are placed in Avenues instruction based on their English proficiency level, which is largely
determined by the California English Language Development Test (CELDT). The Awenues program provides
teachers support in planning instruction that is based on the proficiency levels of their students. English Language
Development benchmark assessments are derived from Avenues assessments.

Availability of Textbooks and Instructional Materials

The availability of sufficient state-adopted (grades K-8) and standards-aligned (grades K-12) textbooks and
other instructional materials for each pupil, including English learners, are consistent with the content and cycles
of the curriculum frameworks adopted by the State Board of Education in the core curriculum areas of reading/
language arts, mathematics, science, history-social science, and foreign language, as appropriate.

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INSTRUCTIONAL PLANNING AND SCHEDULING

School Instruction and Leadership

Oak Hill School offers a comprehensive standards-based academic program that provides curriculum and
instructional strategies designed to increase student achievement and become proficient or advanced in the Cali-
fornia Academic Content Standards. Our school emphasis is to continue to maintain high expectations in all
subject areas with special emphasis on providing additional resources for those pupils needing assistance to meet
state academic standards, and providing intervention and support services for all students.

Oak Hill Elementary School annually develops a Single Site Plan, revised by classroom teachers, support
personnel, and school administration, to identify strengths and specific academic areas to emphasize during the
succeeding school year. This plan, with the support of the School Site Council, provides additional resources for pupils
in the area of language arts instruction to meet their basic academic needs based on California state academic
standards. In addition, our school emphasizes the integration of technology into our curriculum, academic inter-
vention services after school, and challenge activities for GATE pupils.

A school Student Study Team and Grade Level Intervention Teams monitor student progress and recommend
students for regular education support, special education placement, services related to English language acquisi-
tion, and additional academic and behavioral support services.

Leadership at Oak Hill School is a shared responsibility between district administration, the principal, in-
structional staff, support staff, students, and parents. Working closely with teachers and staff, the principal, school
grade level leaders, and support staff lead the school’s efforts to offer a well-balanced and rigorous core curricu-
lum. Many teachers assume leadership roles as school and district committee representatives and chairs, curricu-
lar representatives, and site intervention specialists. The School Site Council oversees all areas of school leadership.
Parent leadership is evident through the many excellent programs and projects facilitated for our school through
school and district representative committees.

Professional Development

EUSD has a diverse student population. In meeting the needs of all students, the district provides ongoing
staff development in teaching strategies and resources, assessment tools and communication skills. Specific train-
ing activities are based on state, district, site, and, in some cases, individually-identified content and professional
growth needs. In addition, in 2007-2008, site based staff development workshops provide teachers the opportunity
to have greater collegial conversation on district identified instructional topics. District staff development trainers
develop and present a “trainer of trainer” workshop to school site representatives who are responsible for imple-
menting at each school site. Teachers are also encouraged to participate in local, statewide, and national training
opportunities that will directly affect student achievement. Because new teachers often confront challenges as they
begin teaching, EUSD participates in the Beginning Teacher Support and Assessment (BTSA) program, guided by
the California Standards for the Teaching Profession, to train, support, and encourage new teachers to grow,
reflect, and focus instruction on professional growth.

Instructional Minutes

The California Education Code establishes the required number of instructional minutes per year for each grade.
Data reported compare the number of instructional minutes offered at the school level to the state requirement for
each grade.

Oak Hill is on a modified traditional calendar of 180 instructional days and had one minimum day in the
2006-2007 school year.
